LOCKERS FOR USE BY 1st & 2nd YEAR MESM STUDENTS

Distribution:
-112 shared lockers
-8 individual lockers for those who participate in the recycle program (coordinated by Jeff Kirby)
-individual locker lottery if applicable after the shared and recycling program lotteries
The Bren School owns and maintains 120 lockers in the Bren Kitchen (3328) for use by currently enrolled Bren MESM students. 

In order to apply for a locker, please complete and sign this form.  It is due in the Graduate Advisor’s mailbox (Bren Hall 2530) by Tuesday, September 29thth by 10am.  No electronic copies will be accepted.  You will be notified via email after each lottery with your locker assignment and combination.  The lock will be placed in your mailbox no later than Friday, October 2nd.
Students using lockers are expected to follow the rules and procedures outlined below or their locker privileges will be revoked.

RULES & PROCEDURES 

1. Do not store food or liquids in lockers.

2. Do not store flammable materials, dangerous chemicals, explosives or weapons of any kind in lockers.  No illegal or controlled substances such as drugs or alcohol may be stored in lockers.

3. Valuables (money, wallets, jewelry, laptops, etc.) are not to be kept in lockers.  

4. Upon assignment and during use, report any damage or needed repairs to brenhall@bren.ucsb.edu. If your locker door does not open or shut properly, do not force it; report it immediately. Any damage to the locker by a student could result in damage assessment.

5. Locker use is only for one academic year; there is no automatic renewal.

6. Cleaning.  Lockers must be cleaned out at the end of each academic year.  Notices are placed one week in advance of cleaning.  Lockers that are not vacated by the Friday of Spring Quarter Finals Week will have the locks cut off, and items will be disposed of.    

7. Opening Lockers.  The Bren School has the right to open a locker in instances where locker procedures are being abused or in the case of an emergency situation. An attempt to contact the student(s) before opening the locker will be made, time permitting.

8. Summer Use.  Students who are working on the UCSB campus during the summer may apply for summer use of a locker.  Summer lockers must be vacated by the Friday preceding the beginning of the Bren Orientation Week in September.
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I (We) have read and agree to the rules and procedures stated above.  I (We) understand that neither UCSB nor the Bren School is responsible for damage or loss of items stored in lockers.
